Each Participant has 3-5 minutes to introduce their stance on the topic and
outline their arguments. after 3 mins time bell, 5 mins double bell (time over)

MAIN DEBATE:

Participants can offer concise summaries for their key points to leave a
memorable impression
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Participants must interrogate opposing viewpoints through questions,
counter-arguments, and clarification, highlight both positive and negative
aspects, and expose weaknesses while maintaining parliamentary decorum.

You are required to represent that district and focus on
empowerment issues, initiatives, and opportunities in that specific region. Highlight district-
specific challenges, success stories, and recommendations for improvement.
